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Encore des costumes

This month, another collection of fashion and costume monographs and exhibition catalogues. In most cases, only one copy available, so don’t let this list get buried on your desk. Enjoy!  (Note: Most of these titles are huge and heavy, so be prepared for extra shipping charges, especially for international shipments.)
FEATURED:   Two from the Prestel Postcard Book series: Fashion in Film: Men, 18 black and white detachable postcards featuring all your favorites (Bogart’s trench coat, Brando’s t-shirt, Dean’s windbreaker), with annotations, including film, date, director, and costume designer; and Fashion in Film: Women, also 18 cards, featuring Mae, Audrey, Marilyn, Marlene, and, my goodness, Mitzi. Both Fine in card covers as issued. Offered at $30.00 each.

Inventive Clothes 1909-1939 (Kyoto: Hiromo Morishita, 1975). Oversize bound 262-page catalogue of two exhibitions: “10s, 20s and 30s: Inventive Clothes 1909-1939”, held at the Metropolitan Museum of Art Costume Institute December 12, 1973-September 1, 1974, and “Sources of Modern Clothing Exhibition—Inventive Clothes 1909-1939” held at the National Museum of Modern Art in Kyoto March 25-May 25, 1975. Diana Vreeland’s idea, naturally. She has contributed an essay, as have Yvonne Deslandres (in French), Mitsukuni Yoshida, and a group of Japanese historians on various aspects of the period. Worth it for the accumulated scholarship alone. Then there are the plates: dozens of them, full-size and in glorious color, of the work of Poiret, Callot Soeurs, Vionnet, Chanel, Schiaparelli, and other contemporaries. Even a chapter on the Ballets Russes. Text in English and Japanese, including profiles of the designers and a bibliography. This copy formerly belonged to Elizabeth Lawrence, master restorer at the Costume Institute for years, with her name to the binding and the slipcase, making this a marvelous association copy.  Fine hardcover binding in Fine slipcase.  $1500.00.
MONOGRAPHS
Mariuccia Casadio, Trussardi (Milan: Leonardo Arte, 1998). A volume from the Made in Italy series, with many photographs in color and black and white, not only of the fashion and other products, but also of the Trussardi villa and vacation place in Elba. Fine in illustrated boards without dust jacket as issued. $25.00.
Mariuccia Casadio, Emilio Pucci (New York: Universe/Vendome, 1998). Reprint of the Assouline series, called Universe of Fashion in the US. 80 pages, many color (of course) plates, plus chronology. Fine hardcover binding in Fine dust jacket. $30.00.

Marie-Andree Jouve, Issey Miyake (New York: Universe/Vendome, 1997). Reprint of the Assouline series, called Universe of Fashion in the US. 80 pages, many color plates, plus chronology. Fine hardcover binding in Fine dust jacket. $30.00.
Lydia Kamitsis, Memoire de la Mode: Vionnet (Paris, Editions Assouline, 1996; 1st edition stated). 80 pages, text in French. Many plates, some in color. Fine hardcover binding in Fine dust jacket. $35.00.
France Grand, Comme des Garcons (New York: Universe/Vendome, 1998). Reprint of the Assouline series, called Universe of Fashion in the US. 80 pages, color plates, and an introduction by Grace Mirabella. Fine hardcover binding in Fine dust jacket. $95.00.

Harold Koda and Andrew Bolton, Poiret (New York: Metropolitan Museum of Art and New Haven: Yale University Press, 2007). Huge 224-page monograph published to coincide with the Met’s exhibition “Poiret: King of Fashion” held May 9-August 5, 2007. Text contributed by Nancy J. Troy, Mary E. Davis, Caroline Evans, Jared Goss, Heather Hess, Caroline Rennolds Milbank, and Kenneth E. Silver, plus 175 color plates, complete exhibition catalogue, and a selected bibliography. Wow. Fine hardcover binding in near-Fine dust jacket with minor scrapes to front corners and front leading edge at fold. $40.00.

Issey Miyake: Bodyworks (Tokyo: Shogakukan, 1983). Nice early monograph on the work, with photographs by Marcus Leatherdale and some illustrations by Milton Glaser. Not all clothes here, since context is so important in Miyake’s work, and very few Western models. Near-Fine in laminated wraps with light rubbing and wear to corners. $50.00.

Homenaje Internacional a Cristobal Balenciaga (Getaria: Fundacion Balenciaga, 1987). 124-page monograph with text in Basque and French, including a brief history of the designer’s birthplace, his career, and dozens of black and white and color photographs of the couture. Fine in stiff wraps as issued. $40.00.

EXHIBITION CATALOGUES 
Richard Martin and Harold Koda, Swords into Ploughshares (Metropolitan Museum of Art Costume Institute, 1995). Catalogue for an exhibition held September 7-November 27, 1995, with 17 color plates, all gatefolds, of military influence on women’s fashions. Fine in card as issued. $35.00.

Richard Martin, Wordrobe (New York: Metropolitan Museum of Art Costume Institute, 1997). Martin's attempt to reconcile textile and text, beginning with a quote from Nathaniel Hawthorne about a certain Letter. 24-pages, all color plates, and only one t-shirt.  Fine in stiff wraps as issued.  $15.00.

Chic Clicks: Creativity and Commerce in Contemporary Fashion Photography (Boston: Institute of Contemporary Art, 2002). 140 photographs plus 40 pages of text in a catalogue produced to accompany an exhibition held in Boston January 23-May 5, 2002, and at the Fotomuseum Winterthur June 15-August 18 that year. Includes the work of 38 photographers, Richard Prince and Cindy Sherman among them, which should give you the general flavor of the work. If “fashion” weren’t in the title, you might not know that you were looking at clothes. Fine in illustrated boards, printed front to back and back to front. $65.00.
Art on the Edge of Fashion (Phoenix: Arizona State University Art Museum, 1997). 64-page catalogue for an exhibition held February 1-April 27, 1997, curated by Heather Sealy Lineberry, who also contributed an essay. The artists include Charles LeDrey, Christine Lofaso, Kerrie Peterson, Elain Reichek, Beverly Semmes, Jane Sterbak, Nick Vaughn, and Anne Wilson, and you’ll have to look rather closely to find the clothes. Illustrated with color and black and white photographs. Critical essays on each artist, plus a biography of each and a selected bibliography. Fine in stiff illustrated wraps as issued. $30.00.
Japonisme & Mode (Paris: Les musées de la Ville de Paris, Palais Galliera, Musée de la Mode et du Costume, 1997).  208-page catalogue for an exhibition held April 17-August 4, 1996, with text in French, profusely illustrated with breathtaking dresses and bijoux as well. Near-Fine in stiff illustrated wraps with tiny dog-ear to lower front corner for first few pages. $65.00.

Fashion Show: Paris Style (Boston: MFA Publications, 2006; 1st edition stated). 224-page book published in conjunction with the exhibition “Fashion Show: Paris Collections 2006) at the Museum of Fine Arts, with essays by Pamela A. Parmal and Didier Grumbach, and profiles by Susan Ward and Lauren D. Whitley. Profusely illustrated with color and black and white images, vintage and contemporary. Fine hardcover binding in Fine dust jacket. $35.00.

Dale McConathy and Diana Vreeland, Hollywood Costume: Glamour! Glitter! Romance! (New York: Harry N. Abrams/A Balance House Book, 1976). Over-the-top book for an over-the-top subject, with more than 170 photographs made by Keith Trumbo especially for the book from costumes assembled for the Metropolitan Museum’s Costume Institute exhibition “Romantic and Glamorous Hollywood Design”. Wonderful images, text full of details (some based on interviews with the Stars), good bibliography, and a helpful index. Of course, DV’s contributions are inestimable. Fine padded embroidered binding overprinted acetate jacket in Fine condition. $95.00.
Modes & Révolutions 1780-1804 (Paris: Musée de la Mode et du Costume, Palais Galliera, 1989). 240-page catalogue for an exhibition held February 8-May 7, 1989, with text in French by Madeleine Delpierre and others, fully illustrated with photographs, fashion plates, drawings and engravings, and historical documents. A period of upheaval as reflected in costume, accessories, and fine art, with excellent documentation.  Near-Fine in slightly dog-eared stiff wraps as issued. $65.00.
Gianni Versace: L’abito per pensare (Milan: Arnoldo Mondadori Editore Art, 1989). 352-page catalogue for an exhibition held April 14-May 21, 1989, at Castello Sforzesco, curated by Nicoletta Bocca and Chiara Buss. Text in Italian. Illustrated with many photographs, often by well-known photographers, in color and black and white, including a segment on Versace’s life. Probably the definitive volume on his work. Fine hardcover binding in Fine dust jacket. $150.00.
Elizabeth Ann Coleman, The Opulent Era: Fashions of Worth, Doucet and Pingat (Brooklyn NY: The Brooklyn Museum, 1989). 208-page catalogue for an exhibition held December 6, 1989-February 26, 1990, with extremely thorough and detailed text on each legendary couture house plus hundreds of illustrations, most of them vintage photographs and drawings, plus some full-color mannequins. Fine in illustrated stiff wraps as issued. $95.00.

Elizabeth Ann Coleman, The Genius of Charles James (Brooklyn NY: The Brooklyn Museum, 1982). 176-page catalogue for an exhibition held October 16, 1982-January 16, 1983, with additional text by Bill Cunningham, Anne Countess of Rosse, and Austine Hearst., plus a list of clients and a bibliography. Many illustrations, mostly in black and white, and a comprehensive chapter (“The Work”) on the details of design and construction. Very valuable resource on this iconic designer. Fine in stiff illustrated wraps as issued. $45.00.
Susan Kismaric and Eva Respini, Fashioning Fiction in Photography since 1990 (New York: The Museum of Modern Art, 2004).144-page catalogue for an exhibition held April 16-June 28, 2004, featuring the work of photographers not particularly known for their fashion work, including Philip Lorca diCorcia, Cindy Sherman, Ellen von Unwerth, Nan Goldin, tiny Barney, Steven Meisel, and Juergen Tiller among others. Many, many plates, some of which have no clothes in them. Fine in flexible illustrated boards as issued. $45.00.

Richard Martin and Harold Koda, Bare Witness (New York: Metropolitan Museum of Art Costume Institute, 1996). 32-page catalogue for an exhibition held April 2-August 8, 1996, with an interesting take on 200 years of fashion from the perspective of treatment of the erogenous zones. Illustrated with 22 color plates of dressed mannequins plus smaller black and white images. Fine in stiff wraps as issued. $25.00.

Richard Martin and Harold Koda: Waist Not: the Migration of the Waist 1800-1960 (New York: Metropolitan Museum of Art Costume Institute, 1994). Catalogue for an exhibition held March 29-August 1, 1994, with excellent essay and a dozen black and white watercolor illustrations by Ruben Toledo. Charming and informative. Near-Fine in stiff wraps as issued with faint stain to rear cover not affecting illustration. $25.00.

Richard Martin and Harold Koda, Christian Dior (New York: Metropolitan Museum of Art Costume Institute, 1996). Sumptuous 204-page catalogue for an exhibition held December 12, 1996-March 23, 1997, arranged by calendar year, and lavishly illustrated with color photographs of the clothes on mannequins with extremely detailed annotation. Fine, fresh out of the shrink wrap, in stiff wraps as issued. $45.00.

Art Fashion (Munich: Mondi, 1991). 120-page oversize catalogue for an exhibition of fashion drawings of the 20th century. Certainly Erté, Icart, and Beaton are here, but so are Iribe, Brissaud, Gruau, and Alterio, among many others. Serves as a highly pleasant reminder that even once photography had usurped the fashion world, illustration remained the preference of a number of designers. Illustrated with dozens of full-page plates, nearly all of them in color. Text primarily in German, with some in English. Fine double-folded wraps in Fine slipcase. $50.00.
Giorgio Armani (New York: Guggenheim Museum, 2000). 382-page catalogue (softcover edition) for an exhibition held October 20, 2000-January 17, 2001, in New York, and later in 2001 in Bilbao. Essays by various important fashion personages, and “special photography projects” by a number of well-known photographers, who contribute lots of anti-fashion photography fashion photography. Includes advertising stills as well as garments on mannequins selected by Harold Koda, the 1976-2000 Armani collections, a chronology, and a selected bibliography.  Big, very big, and heavy, very heavy. Fine in stiff pictorial wraps. $40.00.
SURVEYS 
Norah Waugh, The Cut of Men’s Clothes 1600-1900 (New York: Theatre Arts Books, 1964; 1st edition, 4th printing). 160-page survey of the history of men’s clothing up until the time of the ready-made suit. Illustrated with color frontispiece and black and white plates, plus patterns and sketches. Fine hardcover binding in near-Fine dust jacket lightly worn. $60.00.

Lady [Maria Millington] Evans and Ethel Abrahams, Ancient Greek Dress (Chicago: Argonaut, 1964; 1st American edition). 82 pages, illustrated with many line drawings and some photographs. Good index.  Classic. Fine hardcover binding in near-Fine dust jacket lightly sunned and worn to spine ends and edges. $50.00.
Le Bon Ton 1910-1950: Mode, Theater und Gesellschaft (Munich: Galerie Bartsch & Chariau, 1990). Catalogue for an exhibition held October 5, 1990-January 31, 1991, with text in German. 52 color plates tipped in of drawings by Bakst, Barbier, Benito, Berard, Eric, Erte, Iribe, Lepape, Marshall, martin, and Marty. Beautiful. Fine double-folded wraps in vellum cover with faint wrinkling and small chip to upper right corner. $50.00.
The Impossible Image: Fashion Photography in the Digital Age (London: Phaidon, 2000). 192-page book edited by Mark Sanders, Phil Poynter, and Robin Derrick, with photographs by Nick Knight, Poynter, Inez van Lamsweerde, Lee Jenkins, Rankin, Matt Alas and Marcus Piggott, Vincent Peters, Andrea Giacobbe, Norbert Schoener, Stephane Sednaoui, Solve Sundsbo, and Mike Thomas, all in color, and all, presumably, digital in some way. Fine illustrated hardcover binding in near-Fine illustrated dust jacket lightly sunned to bottom edge. $25.00.

Mark Holborn, Issey Miyake (Kohn: Taschen, 1995). 160-page monograph, nearly all full-page color photographs, not just of the clothes, but of the stunning fabrics. Fine in folded illustrated stiff wraps as issued. $30.00.
Kate Mulvey and Melissa Richards, Decades of Beauty: the Changing Image of Women 1890s -1990s (`Octopus, 1998). 210-page survey of a hundred years, profusely illustrated with women famous and infamous. Fine hardcover binding in Fine illustrated dust jacket. $30.00.

Europe 1910-1939: quand l’Art habillait le Vêtement (Paris Musées/Palais Galliera, Musée de la Mode et du Costume, 1997). 168-page survey with text in French, focused on art in textiles and fashion, well-illustrated with color photographs as appropriate. Fine in illustrated boards without dust jacket as originally issued. $55.00.

Betty Kirke, Madeleine Vionnet (San Francisco: Chronicle, 1998; 1st American edition). 244-page important reference to Vionnet’s work in the 20s and 30s, when she applied her famous bias cut to many famous bodies. Illustrated in color and black and white with many many contemporaneous images by the likes of Beaton, Dahl-Wolfe, de Meyer, Horst, Hoyningen-Huene, Man Ray, Munkacsi, Penn, Steichen, and other photographers of the period. This edition also distinguished by the inclusion of original patterns for the clothes. Fine in lime green cloth with Fine dust jacket. $90.00.
Richard Martin and Harold Koda, Splash! A History of Swimwear (New York: Rizzoli, 1990). 144-page survey based on an exhibition Martin and Koda mounted at New York’s Fashion Institute of Technology in the summer (when else?) of 1990. Solid history and solid fashion.  Fine in oversize stiff wraps as issued. $35.00.

William Packer, The Art of Vogue Covers 1908-1940 (New York: Harmony Books, 1980). 256-page book with an introduction by Lady Diana Cooper and dozens of reproductions of covers from British and French as well as American Vogue during the period before photography took over. These illustrations and designs are not just nostalgic, they are wonderful in themselves. Full documentation of artists and designers makes this an invaluable resource. Near-Fine hardcover binding with a barely visible ding to lower front corner in Fine dust jacket lightly rubbed. $30.00.

Richard Martin and Harold Koda, Jocks and Nerds: Men’s Style in the Twentieth Century (New York: Rizzoli, 1989). 224-pages of photographs and highly knowledgeable text. Many of the photographs by well-known photographers and contemporaneous with the fashions shown. Yes, Rene Lacoste is there in his t-shirt. Fine in stiff wraps as issued. $45.00.

Richard Martin, “With Bustle” (New York: Vera List Center for Art and Politics, New School University, 1999). Offprint of the second in a series of occasional papers published by the Center. 28 pages, illustrated with black and white photographs of various Met Costume Institute installations. Unusual artifact from the Martin era. Fine in illustrated wraps as issued.  $45.00.
Richard Martin, The St. James Fashion Encyclopedia: A Survey of Style from 1945 to the Present (Detroit: Visible Ink, 1997). 438-page text, arranged alphabetically, with several helpful indices. Illustrated with black and white photographs. Text by many contributors, but the eye is all Martin’s. Fine hardcover binding in Fine dust jacket. $50.00.

Sante d’Orazio, A Private View: Photographs and Diary (New York: Penguin Studio/Melcher Media, 1998). Facsimile of a photographer’s diary, tripping through the 90s with Kate and Cindy and Elle and Naomi, not to mention every megawatt movie star, in and out of their clothes. I’d guess it’ll become a collectible artifact in time. Fine in illustrated flexible “hard” cover. $15.00.
Carmel Snow (with Mary Louise Aswell), The World of Carmel Snow (New York: McGraw-Hill, 1962; 1st edition stated). Based on taped interviews completed just a week before her death in 1961, this memoir is fully illustrated with black and white photographs of the woman and her life, taken by some of the best photographers of her time at Vogue and Bazaar. Fine hardcover binding in Very Good+ dust jacket, lightly sunned and lightly worn to the corners, with small closed tear to top front edge, in Brodart protective cover. $35.00.
Mary Brooks Picken, The Language of Fashion: A Dictionary and Digest of Fabric, Sewing & Dress (New York: Funk & Wagnalls, 1939; first edition). 176 pages, with 600 line drawings (albeit tiny), good index, and even a pronunciation guide. A mainstay in its time and a classic now. Near-Fine in blue boards with silver print, lightly worn to corners and spine ends; gift inscription to first free endpaper. $30.00.

Richard Martin, La Derniere Mode 1995: A Bibliography of Fashion, etc. (New York: Metropolitan Museum of Art Costume Institute, 1996). 28-page bibliography cunningly arranged by designer, dolls, film, models, television, and even t-shirts. Fine in wraps as issued. $20.00.
Richard Martin (editor), Contemporary Fashion (New York: St. James Press, 1995; first edition stated). 576-page classic source, arranged alphabetically by designer and illustrated with many black and white plates. Fine in illustrated hardcover binding without dust jacket as originally issued. $25.00.
Karl Lagerfeld, Room Service [Dom Perignon Rosé (Gottingen: Steidl, 2006). A multi-media Lagerfeld production, comprising photographs, a recording by Devendra Banhart (on vinyl, imbedded in the front cover), and a short film on DVD by Johan Renck (imbedded in the rear cover). What can I say? Fine hardcover (in, presumably, the color of rosé, although it looks suspiciously like mauve to me) in acetate jacket. $120.00.
Bernard Rudofsky, Are Clothes Modern? An Essay on Contemporary Apparel (Chicago: Paul Theobald, 1947; 1st edition stated).242-page “essay”, which is part history, part sociology, part culture, and part criticism. Illustrated with black and white sketches, photographs, and illustrations. Perhaps the most interesting aspect is the postwar date, just before the New Look was launched. Near-Fine hardcover binding with lightly bumped corners; lacking the dust jacket. $30.00.
