This month, yet another collection of fashion and costume monographs and exhibition catalogues, and even some look books from current designers. Except where noted, only one copy available, so don’t let this list get buried on your desk. Enjoy!  (Note: Many of these titles are huge and heavy, so be prepared for extra shipping charges, especially for international shipments.)
FEATURED:   Richard Martin, Harold Koda, and Laura Sinderbrand, Three Women: Madeleine Vionnet, Claire McCardell, and Rei Kawakubo (New York: Fashion Institute of Technology, 1987). Extremely rare oversized (11” x 14 ½”) catalogue for an exhibition held February 24-April 18, 1987, in which Martin emerges as a truly creative curator. 12 pages, three of important text, and the rest black and white photographs, three for each designer (9-5/8” x 11”) of the work, photographed by the best of the best: Hoyningen-Huene and Horst (Vionnet), Dahl-Wolfe (McCardell), and Feurer, Lindbergh, and Meisel (Kawakubo). More than 20 years after the exhibition, and many more after some of the original designs, these clothes look modern and fresh. Fine in grey overprinted wraps as issued. Two copies available. $85.00.
Vogue, Christmas 1971. A promotional piece designed for advertisers and distributed in limited numbers in advance of the December issue, bound in leather (faux?) covered boards. 38 pages, nearly all in edge-to-edge color, photographed by Snowdon, Irving Penn, Cecil Beaton, and featuring the Grimaldi family of Monaco * pages of Grace, the Prince, the kids, the Palace, the apricot poodle), Morocco, fashions in the cave of Nerja, roses, China, and Marisa Berenson by Beaton. A wow of a teaser. Caramel boards with gold embossed titles are near-Fine with moderate rubbing to the edges and a small peel at the lower front corner. An important artifact for collectors of fashion, publishing, photography, and the 70s. $100.00.

Monique Levi-Strauss, Cachemire: Arte e storia degli scialli nel XIX secolo (Milan: Arnoldo Mondadori, 1986). 192-page monograph with text in Italian, plenty of scholarship, and many color plates, fully annotated. Probably the most comprehensive treatment of the subject. Fine hardcover binding in Fine dust jacket. $65.00.
Costume Photography: Views, Models, Facts (Vienna: Institute for Costume Research, University of Applied Arts, 1994). 48-page monograph with text in German and English, illustrated with many color plates. Not really about fashion, but about the professional approach to photographing costumes, and all the more interesting for that. Near-Fine in stiff illustrated wraps as issued with minor bump to top right corner. $40.00.
Lyon, Musee Historique des Tissus [Lyons Historical Textiles Museum] (Lyons: 1985). Beautiful catalogue with 200 color plates of textiles, fully annotated and indexed in English and Japanese. Fine card wraps in Fine laminated illustrated paper dust jacket. $50.00.
On the Edge: Images From 100 Years of Vogue (New York: Random House, 1992; first edition stated). Huge, heavy volume published coincidentally with an exhibition at the New York Public Library held April 4-August 1, 1992, with an introduction by Kennedy Fraser. Organized chronologically, which helps, as do the index to photographers and the bibliography. Otherwise, 296 pages of images of the famous and not-so in color and black and white by everyone from Avedon to Weegee. Fine hardcover binding in Fine dust jacket with acetate protective cover. $50.00.
Issey Miyake: Ten Sen Men (Hiroshima: Hiroshima City Museum of Contemporary Art, 1990). 112-page monograph published to announce the 1st Hiroshima Art Prize, with lots of black and white photographs of the clothes, and text in Japanese and English. Fine in stiff illustrated wraps as issued. $30.00.
Richard Martin and Harold Koda, Flair: Fashion Collected by Tina Chow (New York: Rizzoli, 1992). 160-page monograph and catalogue for an exhibition organized by FIT and the Kyoto Costume Institute. Fine text and illustrations in color and black and white of more than 50 of the couture items of clothing in the Chow Collection. Laid in is a card announcing Chow’s death and suggestions for donations in her name. Fine hardcover binding in Fine dust jacket. $125.00.

This is a pair of Levi’s Jeans: The Official History of the Levi’s Brand (San Francisco: Levi Strauss & Co., 1995). Very big, very heavy book, as much a cultural history as a promotional, advertising, and media history. Near-fine in boards without dust jacket as issued, with light bumps to the corners. $75.00.

Susan Bright, Face of Fashion: Portraits by Mert Alas & Marcus Piggott, Corinne Day, Steven Klein, Paolo Roversi, Mario Sorrenti (New York: Aperture, 2007). Big book, beautifully produced. Still in publisher’s shrink wrap, therefore Fine in pebbled boards without dust jacket as issued. $50.00.

L’Art de la Couture: Madeleine Vionnet 1876-1975 (Marseille: Des Musees de Marseille, L’Union Francaise des Arts du Costume, and L’Institut International de la Mode a Marseille, 1991). 78-page catalogue for an exhibition held June 29-September 22, 1991, in Marseille, with text in French. Illustrated with seven full-page black and white photographs of the couture, plus a portrait of Madame. Excellent, highly-detailed documentation of the items in the exhibition, which should be of great interest to scholars. Fine in double folded wraps with die-cut glassine “window” showing title. $45.00.
William Wegman: Fashion Photographs (New York: Harry N. Abrams, 1999). Full-color catalogue for a traveling exhibition that began at the Birmingham (Alabama) Museum of Art in October 1999. Fashions modeled by Fay Ray, Battina, Chundo, Crooky, and Chip, in clothing, shoes, hats, gloves, even a bikini. One loves this or hates it. Nearly 80 color photographs. Fine in paper with Fine card dust jacket. $20.00.
The 10s, The 20s, The 30s: Inventive Clothes 1909-1939 (New York: Metropolitan Museum of Art Costume Institute, undated, ca 197?). 20-page exhibition catalogue prepared by Diana Vreeland and Stella Blum focused on the inventions of Poiret, Callot, Vionnet, Chanel, and Schiaparelli, illustrated with black and white photographs. Fine in wraps as issued. $20.00.

Essence of Quality: Comme des Garçons: Noir (Kyoto, Japan, 1993). 16-page promotional brochure for the Noir line, designed by Rei Kawakubo, which became the core of an exhibition held at the Kyoto Costume Institute. Three color plates and color cover—they may be paintings AND clothes, rather than paintings OF clothes. Essay by Richard Martin and Harold Koda of the Metropolitan Museum of Art Costume Institute. As a bonus, a huge color poster for the show is included. Both brochure and poster in Fine condition in paper envelope as issued; note that the poster was originally folded to fit into the 10.5” x 15” envelope. Sold as a set.  $50.00. Janet Cox-Rearick, Splendors of the Renaissance: Princely Attire in Italy (New York: Graduate Center Art Gallery, City University of New York, 2004). 48-page catalogue for an exhibition held March 10-April 24, 2004, featuring reconstructions of historic costumes from the King Studio in Italy by Fausto Fornasari. Excellent text on the historical sources and the reconstructive process,  full catalogue of the work shown, and a bibliography. Illustrated with 19 color plates of the source paintings and the costumes. Beautiful.  Fine in stiff wraps as issued. $25.00.
El Mundo de Balenciaga (Madrid: Palacio de Bibliotecas y Museos, 1974). 110-page catalogue (plus full checklist of the exhibition, unpaged), with text in Spanish, illustrated with black and white photographs from various sources. Arranged chronologically, which gives a shape to the exhibition (and the catalogue) which surveys do not always have. Near-Fine in folded stiff wraps with color Miro on the cover; corners a bit bent. $65.00.

Geoffrey Beene Unbound (New York: The Museum at the Fashion Institute of Technology, 1994).  60-page catalogue for an exhibition held February 14-April 30, 1994, with an interview with Beene by Grace Mirabella, text by Franz Kafka, and photographs by Josef Astor, Jack Deutsch, Andrew Eccles, Guzman, Hiro, William Laxton, and Herb Ritts. Arty images, but one can see the clothes. Page edges pinked. Fine in stiff wraps as issued. $40.00.

The Eighteenth Century Woman (New York: Metropolitan Museum of Art, Costume Institute, December 12, 1981-September 5, 1982). Another of La Vreeland’s conceptions, this one with perfume by Guerlain, documented in a 64-page catalogue with good text and possibly the most elaborate checklist ever written. In addition to gorgeous color plates showing the clothes, DV included hats, accessories, jewelry, shoes, horse gear, snuffboxes, even the wall art (borrowed from the rest of the “house”, of course). Japonisme in Fashion (Tokyo: Kyoto Costume Institute, 1996). 240-page catalogue, with text in English and Japanese. Essays by Akiko Fukai and Richard Martin and Harold Koda. Illustrated with more than 140 color plates, full exhibition catalogue illustrated with thumbnails. Near-Fine in paper with illustrated card dust jacket; moderate bump to lower corner. $100.00

Richard Martin, American Ingenuity: Sportswear 1930s-1970s (New York: Metropolitan Museum Costume Institute, 1988). 96-page catalogue for an exhibition held beginning in April 1988, with more than 100 illustrations (71 of them in color), profiles of 23 designers (plus an index), and a bibliography. American Art Today: Clothing as Metaphor (Miami: The Art Museum at Florida International University, 1993). 32-page catalogue for an exhibition held January 8-February 20, 1993, featuring work by Joseph Beuys, Sylvie Fleury, Annette Lemieux, Donald Lipski, Lorna Simpson, Rebecca Smith, and others. Illustrated with 16 full-page color plates of the work, which is certainly conceptual.  Fine in stiff wraps as issued. $25.00.

Richard Martin and Harold Koda, The Historical Mode: Fashion and Art in the 1980s (New York: Rizzoli, 1989). 160-page monograph published to coincide with an exhibition held at the Fashion Institute of Technology in New York December 1, 1989-January 27, 1990. Excellent, informative text, plus many black and white plates, arranged by historical period, and juxtaposing original images with modern interpretations of historical dress. A highly ambitious and successful exhibition. Fine in stiff wraps as issued. $30.00.
Diane L. Fagan Affleck and Paul Hudon, Celebration and Remembrance: Commemorative Textiles in America 1790-1990 (North Andover, Massachusetts: Museum of American Textile History, 1990). 88-page catalogue for an exhibition held September 9, 1990-January 13, 1991 in North Andover and later at the South Carolina State Museum in Columbia. Fully illustrated with 23 color examples and more in black and white, including politics, sports, and entertainment. Scholarly text. Fine in stiff wraps as issued. $60.00.

Issey Miyake: Pleats Please and Issey Miyake by Irving Penn (Tokyo: Touko Museum of Contemporary Art, 1990). Two-volume catalogue for the exhibition “Issey Miyake: Pleats Please”, of which the exhibition title is volume one. Volume One, 40 pages, with text in English and Japanese, illustrated with 3 color plates and others in black and white; volume Two: 24 pages, all in color. Both enclosed in a grey folder with title printed in black; also in the folder, a postcard advertising the show and a flyer, plus an 8-panel foldout for the Joint Concerto: Adler-Sato for the 21 Years of Issey Miyake Group, held September 5, 1990, with text in English and Japanese, and illustrated with a color drawing by Giannetto Coppola. Looking at Fashion: Biennale di Firenze 96 (Florence, 1996). A monster of a catalogue (nearly 700 pages, and very, very heavy), with text in English. Impossible to summarize the images, which range from an aerial shot of Florence to a Versace leopard suit. Please e-mail with questions about specific exhibitions and designers, and I’ll try. Illustrated with drawings and sketches, many in color, which makes a nice change from photographs of clothes on mannequins. Fine in stiff wraps as issued. $60.00.
Yeoh Lee AND T.R. Hamzah & Yeang, Energetics: Clothes and Enclosures [Energetik: Kleidung und Umkleidungen  (Berlin: Aedes, 1998). 48-page double catalogue by an architectural pair and a clothing designer, copiously illustrated and annotated. About time these two design disciplines came together. Fine in stiff wraps as issued. $40.00.

Richard Martin and Harold Koda, Madame Gres (New York: Metropolitan Museum of Art Costume Institute, 1994). 24-page catalogue for an exhibition held September 13-November 27, 1994, with atmospheric photographs by Marcia Lippman, not quite black and white, not quite full-color, just sort of---sorry---grey. Diana Vreeland (organizer), American Women of Style (New York: Metropolitan Museum Costume Institute, 1975). 40-page exhibition catalogue illustrated with black and white photographs of the women by Dahl-Wolfe and Horst among others. Richard Martin and Harold Koda, Infra-Apparel (New York: Metropolitan Museum of Art Costume Institute, 1993). 130-page catalogue for the first exhibition organized by Martin (held April 1-August 8, 1993), ushering in a completely non-Vreeland era at the Institute. Yes, it's about underwear, but according to the accompanying text, the exhibition is really about the evolving role of clothing in the interface between the private and public realms. Who needs sociology? The plates are wonderful-some photographs, some paintings, some close-ups, some long shots, all beautiful. Fine condition in stiff wraps as issued. Illustrated with GHH’s gorgeous black and white photographs. Fine in stiff wraps with faint edge-wear. $22.00.

Dalla Parte della Scarpa: Le calzature e Vegevano dal 1400 al 1940 (Vegevano: Diakronia, 1992). 158-page catalogue, with text in Italian, profusely illustrated with paintings, drawings, color and black and white photographs, and vintage advertisements for clothing and accessories…even shoes. The familiar story, with more than 30 grotesquely amusing illustrations by Lagerfeld, who sees the emperor as a kind of Louis XIV-ugly stepsister figure. Color endpapers. James Laver, A Letter to a Girl on the Future of Clothes (London: Home & Van Thal, 1946; 1st edition).34-page essay by the eponymous costume historian at the V & A, charmingly written, and now an historic document. Miu Miu (Milan: Self-published, 1997). The look book from the designer’s fall/winter 1997-1998 collection, consisting of more than 70 color photographs of the clothes as they appeared on the runway or in the showroom, plus 17 photographs of shoes and accessories. The Art of Fashion: An Auction for the Benefit of the Diana Vreeland Fund for Exhibitions of the Costume Institute of the Metropolitan Museum of Art (Sotheby’s, April 18, 1990). 82 lots illustrated in color and black and white, including sketches, photographs, and objects. Inventive Clothes 1909-1939 (Kyoto: Hiromo Morishita, 1975). Oversize bound 262-page catalogue of two exhibitions: “10s, 20s and 30s: Inventive Clothes 1909-1939”, held at the Metropolitan Museum of Art Costume Institute December 12, 1973-September 1, 1974, and “Sources of Modern Clothing Exhibition—Inventive Clothes 1909-1939” held at the National Museum of Modern Art in Kyoto March 25-May 25, 1975. Diana Vreeland’s idea, naturally. She has contributed an essay, as have Yvonne Deslandres (in French), Mitsukuni Yoshida, and a group of Japanese historians on various aspects of the period. Worth it for the accumulated scholarship alone. Then there are the plates: dozens of them, full-size and in glorious color, of the work of Poiret, Callot Soeurs, Vionnet, Chanel, Schiaparelli, and other contemporaries.
