Ruby Lindsay 1887-1919 (May 2010), illustrated with 18 pen and ink drawings including caricatures and literary illustrations that are very much of their time but enchanting. Fine in illustrated wraps. $30.00. 
Lionel Lindsay: The Printmakers’ Printmaker (2011), focused on one of the first “black and white” artists in Australian journalism and Ruby’s father, with 101 illustrations, including a selection of bookmarks. Price list for prints enclosed.  Fine in illustrated wraps.  $25.00.

Will Barnet: Drawings (New York: Babcock Galleries, 2007). 48-page catalogue for an exhibition held February 20-April 27, 2007, with an essay by Richard J. Boyle and 19 illustrations, most of them studies, always a fascinating insight into the artist’s process. This copy withdrawn from a museum library, with stamps to title page, label to last page, and card pocket inside rear cover. Otherwise, Very Good to near-Fine in illustrated wraps with small tear to laminate on leading edge of front cover. $15.00.
Romare Bearden: Idea to Realization (New York: D.C. Moore, 2011). 26-page catalogue for an exhibition held February 3-March 12, 2011, with an essay by Sara E. Lewis, and his wonderful collages in color from the 70s and 80s, including two gatefolds.  Fine in illustrated wraps. $22.00.
Jaakov Blumas: Bilder Ohne Namen (Hamburg: Hamburger Kunsthalle, 2000). Twelve-page catalogue for an exhibition held March 5-May 14, 2000, with text in German and 10 color plates of the work, which is precise and constructivist. This copy withdrawn from a museum library with stamp inside rear cover but no other markings. Otherwise, Fine in die-cut card covers. $20.00.
Hans Burkhardt: Eine Retrospective von 1938-1983 (Berlin: Galerie Hesselbach, 2003). 28-page catalogue with a foreword by Peter Selz and 21 color plates of the artist’s fluid pastels. This copy withdrawn from a museum library, with stamps to title page, taped spine label, and card pocket affixed to last page not affecting text. Otherwise, Fine in illustrated wraps.  $20.00.

Federico Fellini: Disgni Anni ’30-’70 (Rimini: Tip. Giusti, 1994). 112-page catalogue with text in Italian. Illustrated with many of the maestro’s line drawings and some portraits, many in color.  Fine in illustrated wraps. $40.00.

John Constable / Caspar David Friedrich: Drawings (New York: Salander-O’Reilly Galleries, 2000). Catalogue for an exhibition held May 2-26, 2000, with an essay by Robert Rosenblum. Illustrated with 9 plates by Friedrich and 32 by Constable, one in color.  Lovely, lovely. This copy withdrawn from a library, with card pocket inside rear cover, but no other markings. Otherwise, near-Fine with faint wear to spine head. $14.00.
Louis Lebeer, James Ensor: Aquafortiste (Antwerp: Ministry of Education and De Sikkel, 1952). Part of the Monographies de l’art belge series, number 910 on colophon page.  Fifteen pages of text in French and nearly 30 black and white plates. This copy withdrawn from a museum library, with stamps and pencil notation to first free endpaper. Otherwise, Fine hardcover binding in Good illustrated dust jacket with closed tear to top front corner, small chips to spine fold, and taped repair to spine head.  $15.00.

Catalogue of the Arthur Mitchell Collection of Drypoints by Sir William Russell Flint (London: Sotheby’s, 1973). 44-page catalogue for the sale held 25 October 1973, with prices realized list stapled to the title page. This copy withdrawn from a library, with stamp to title page, taped spine labels, and card pocket inside rear cover. Otherwise, near-Fine in lightly sunned wraps. $20.00.

Helen Frankenthaler: Prints and Proofs of the 1960s from the Artist’s Archive (New York: Craig F. Starr Gallery, 2010). Catalogue for an exhibition held June 4-August 13, 2010, with an illustrated essay by Suzanne Boorsch and 21 color plates. The proofs offer an intriguing view of the artist’s process; the “Portal” series in particular is so interesting in relation to her paintings. Fine wraps in Fine card jacket.  $30.00.
Elizabeth Gower: Chance of Design (Melbourne: University of Melbourne Museum of Art, 1995) 24-page catalogue for an exhibition held November 16-December 16, 1995), with 14 color plates of her minutely detailed collages of what look like birds, bugs, butterflies, trees. Fine in illustrated stiff wraps. $25.00.

Larry J. Schaaf, Tracings of Light: Sir John Herschel & the Camera Lucida (San Francisco: The Friends of Photography, 1990). 120-page monograph with more than 300 illustrations of Herschel’s delicate drawings, and overall a good argument for bringing the camera lucida back.  Beautiful.  Fine hardcover binding in Fine dust jacket fresh out of the publisher’s shrink wrap. $30.00.

Gail Levin, Edward Hopper as Illustrator (New York: Whitney Museum of American Art/Norton, 1979; first edition stated). Thorough monograph, with hundreds of illustrations, enough of them in color to make you want more, and a perspective on Hopper that may make you think.  Fine in still illustrated wraps with the front cover just slightly curled.  $15.00.

Joanne Howard: Material Elements (New York: Big Cat Gallery, 2003). Eight-page catalogue with eight color plates of the work, which is very delicate. Fine in card. $12.00.

Horst Janssen, 1929-1995: Zeichnungen Seit 1982 (Hamburg: Le Claire Kunst no. 27, 2010). Text in German. Illustrated with 29 works in their original colors, including portraits, still lifes, and landscapes. Near-Fine in illustrated wraps with some foxing starting on front cover.  $25.00.

Anselm Kiefer: Drawings from the Sonnabend Collection (New York: Craig F. Starr Gallery, 2011). February 18-April 2, 2011, with an essay by James Lawrence and 22 delicious drawings in their original colors.  Fine wraps in Fine card jacket. $17.00.
Jack Levine (New York: Rizzoli, 1989). 144-page monograph, practically a catalogue raisonne, covering as it does Levine’s early years and the 40s through the 80s. With commentary by Levine and an introduction by Milton W. Brown. Illustrated with many, many plates, often in color. Near-Fine hardcover binding lightly sunned to tops of endpapers in Fine illustrated dust jacket. $25.00.
Golda Lewis 1961-2001: Four Decades of an Artist’s Explorations in Paper (Atlanta, GA: Robert C. Williams American Museum of Papermaking, 2003). 40-page catalogue for an exhibition held March 13-June 6, 2003, with text by the artist and 26 color plates of the extraordinary pieces Lewis made with paper over a long career, plus photographs of the artist at work and as she grew.  Fine in stiff wraps.  $25.00.

Low’s Company: Fifty Portraits by David Low (London: Methuen & Co., 1952). Verses by Helen Spalding and L.A.G. Strong complement each of the portraits, which are somewhere between caricature and cartoon and very much of their time. Margo Fonteyn, for example, is all teeth and legs, Olivier all jaw. Very Good condition in boards with moderate wear to spine ends and corners; lacking the dust jacket. $18.00.
Scott McCloud, Zot! 1987-1991: The Complete Black and White Collection (New York: Harper, 2008). A 576-page “commemorative” edition of McCloud’s original comics. Fabulous to have all the images between two covers.  Fine paperback first edition.  $12.00.

Robert Motherwell: New Collages (New York: Knoedler, 1984). 12-page catalogue for an exhibition held October 3-25, 1984, of work completed in 1984. Twenty-two works shown in 21 plates and the cover, all in playful and positive color. Fine in illustrated card covers. $42.00.

Modern Means of Execution: Paintings and Etchings by Robert Priseman (UK: Seabrook Press, 2009). 46-page monograph with an essay by John Finlay, and 12 etchings and five paintings of, yes, means of execution, including electric chairs, trap-door gallows, and more. The series represents a serious departure for this portrait painter, and is compelling in the aggregate. Fine in illustrated stiff wraps. $25.00.

Stephen s’Soreff (Greenvale, NY: Hillwood Art Gallery of LIU/CW Post College, 1986). 16-page catalogue for an exhibition held August 27-September 19, 1986, during which the artist installed some of his “predictions”. While his art is conceptual in nature (much of what is included here is proposed rather than achieved), it is documented in drawings, which are curious in themselves.  Fine in illustrated wraps. $12.00.
Ralph Steadman: Jones of Colorado (London: Ebury Press, 1995). Narrative about Hunter S. Thompson’s cat, illustrated as only Steadman can.  Fine hardcover binding in Fine dust jacket. $10.00.

Francisco Toledo, Recent Works on Paper: Etchings, Lithographs, Xylographs from 1999-2000 (Long Beach, CA: Museum of Latin American Art [MoLAA], 2000). 64-page catalogue for an exhibition held December 14, 2000-April 15, 2001, with an interview with the artist. Illustrated with 21 plates, four in color. Delightful images. Fine in stiff illustrated wraps. $18.00.

ANTHOLOGIES
Master Drawings 1520-1990 (New York and London: Janie C. Lee and Kate Ganz Ltd, 1991).  180-page catalogue for an exhibition held April 13-May 11, 1991, illustrated with 65 full-page plates with drawings reproduced in their original colors. Artists’ biographies and a good index included.  Near-Fine in textured wraps lightly sunned to spine and leading edge.  $12.00.
Metamorphoses: Pablo Alonso – Alkis Boutlis – Sophie Debieuvre (Paris: Galerie Suzanne Tarasieve, 2006). 32-page catalogue for an exhibition held January 7-February 18, 2006, with text in French and English. Pablo and Alkis draw on paper, but Sophie likes aluminum; all of them like mixed media and a touch of weirdness.  Fine in stiff black wraps. $25.00.

Escrito esta: Poesia experimental en Espana (1963-1984) (ARTIUM, 2009). 256-page book published to accompany an exhibition held at Centro-Museo Vasco de Arte Contemporaneo May 30-September 28, 2009, and later at Museo del Patio Herreranio, with text in Spanish and English translations in a separate section at the rear. Fully illustrated in color where applicable. A fascinating compendium on a subject that deserves to emerge from obscurity.  Fine in textured boards without dust jacket as issued. $40.00.
The Legacy of Currier & Ives: Shaping the American Spirit (Springfield, MA: Michele and Donald D’Amour Museum of Fine Arts, 2010). 175-page monograph, well-organized in terms of themes and artists, illustrated with many of the chromolithographs, some familiar, some not.  Fine in illustrated stiff wraps. $22.00.
