Terry Adkins: Towering Steep (Hanover, New Hampshire: Jaffe-Friede & Strauss Galleries, 2003). 24-page catalogue for an exhibition held June 24-July 27, 2003, the summer Adkins spent at Dartmouth as artist-in-residence. Illustrated with 10 color photographs (plus others) of the work of this blues saxophonist-as-sculptor. Interesting essay by Annette Demeo Carlozzi. Fine in illustrated wraps as issued. $16.00
Alexander Archipenko, The Creative Process: Drawings, Reliefs, and Related Sculpture (New York: Rachel Adler Gallery, 1993). Unpaginated catalogue for an exhibition held October 2-November 13, 1993, featuring 26 works, each illustrated in black and white. Fine in card covers spiral-bound. $14.00.
Judith Bartolani: Sculptures (Paris: Galerie Gabrielle Maubrie, n.d.). Undated 8-page brochure with text of an interview with the artist in French and four plates, three in color of finished work and one black-and-white cartoon. The work is dated in the early 1980s.  Fine in stiff wraps. $18.00.
Leonard Baskin: An Exhibition of Recent Work, November 30-December 31, 1971 (New York: Kennedy Galleries, 1972). 52-page exhibition catalogue, with 39 black and white plates of sculptures, drawings, and reliefs. Very Good in illustrated wraps with four-inch split to spine tail and moderate soiling around edges of the covers. $14.00.

Botero in L.A.: Drawings, Paintings, Sculpture (Los Angeles: Tasende Gallery, 2010). 58-page catalogue for an exhibition held September 15-October 30, 2010, with excellent text by Peter Seitz, many color illustrations, including three gatefolds. Fine in stiff illustrated wraps. $22.00.

Sidney Geist, Brancusi: The Kiss (New York: Harper & Row/Icon Editions, 1978; first edition). 110-page monograph with more than 60 illustrations and thoughtful historical-critical text including notes and a good index. Two copies available: one in hardcover with dust jacket, both in Fine condition at $16.00, the other in soft cover, also in Fine condition at $14.00.

Alexander Calder: Monumental Sculpture (Rome: Gagosian Gallery, 2009). 48-page catalogue for an exhibition held October 29, 2009-January 30, 2010, with a reprint of a 1993 Richard D. Marshall essay, and plates in color. In addition to the huge stabiles and mobiles, a number of brilliantly colored gouaches are included, rounding out the picture.  Fine in oversized (naturally) hard cover binding with Fine illustrated dust jacket.  $50.00.
Anthony Caro: Upright Sculptures (London, Paris, and New York: Annely Juda Fine Art, Galerie Daniel Templon, and Mitchell-Innes & Nash, 2010). 128-page catalogue for an exhibition that opened in London in April of 2010 and subsequently in Paris and New York. An interview with Tim Marlow, and color plates of the 43 sculptures Caro recently made in his London studio, pictured here in all its glorious mess. The work itself is mostly metal---rusted, painted, or varnished and waxed---although there are a few wooden pieces. Very powerful shapes with a lot of implied movement, given their size and weight. The Art of Temima Gezari: Painting, Drawing, and Sculpture (Rocky Point, NY: Studio Workshop Press, 1985; first edition). 146-page monograph covering sixty years of the artist’s career, illustrated with photographs of the sculpture, drawings, and gouaches.  SIGNED AND INSCRIBED BY GEZARI TO SECOND ENDPAPER. Near-Fine hardcover binding in Mylar-covered dust jacket with light rubbing and soiling to edges. $45.00.
Alberto Giacometti: Der Ursprung des Raumes (Salzburg: MdM/Hatje Cantz, 2010). Fabulous 256-page monograph published to accompany an exhibition held at the Kunstmuseum in Wolfsburg November 20, 2010-March 6, 2011, and then at the Museum der Moderne Monchsberg. Text in German. Dozens and dozens of plates of the work, plus photographs of the artist at work and of installations.  Beautiful. Fine hardcover binding in Fine dust jacket.  $75.00.
Beatrice Helg (Davos: Annual Meeting of the World Economic Forum, 2000). 56-page exhibition catalogue with an essay in English by William Ewing (director of the Musee de l’Elysee in Lausanne). Illustrated with 23 color plates of the work, which is highly abstract and effectively site-specific, given the treatment of the walls and floors around it.  Fine in illustrated stiff wraps. $15.00.
Donald Judd: Works in Granite, Cor-Ten, Plywood, and Enamel on Aluminum (New York: Pace, 2011). 36-page catalogue for an exhibition held February 18-March 26, 2011, illustrated with 13 full-page color plates of his sculptural work, mostly from the 80s, each of which is accompanied by a brief annotative essay. Fine in folded stiff wraps.  $40.00.

Les Lalanne at Fairchild (New York: Paul Kasmin Gallery, 2010). 76-page catalogue for an exhibition held November 30, 2010-April 1, 2011, at the Fairchild Tropical Botanical Garden in Coral Gables, Florida. The alligator is expected, although not necessarily crawling under a table, but the goats are a lovely surprise. Fine with all color plates and no text, which would have been superfluous, anyway.  Fine in card. $50.00.
Jacques Lipchitz: Beyond Bible and Myth (New York: Marlborough, 2010). 48-page catalogue for an exhibition held October 27-November 27, 2010, with an essay by Kosme de Baranano and 45 color plates, including the rear cover, plus a photograph of the maestro in his studio.  Fine in illustrated stiff wraps. $18.00.

Collected Works of Lee Mach (Larchmont, NY: MATV Publishers, 1973). Heartfelt essay by the artist and 88 black and white plates of the sculpture, paintings, constructions, and prints. Fine textured hardcover binding in About Very Good dust jacket with closed tear at spine head and closed tear/crease at top edge. $16.00.

De Marchi Brothers, Le Maschere dei Fratelli de Marchi (Villaga, Italy: Biblos, 1994). 60-page catalogue of the contemporary mask art of the de Marchi brothers, with text in Italian and English. Illustrated with 21 color plates and several other black and white photographs. While the masks are clearly contemporary, their roots go deep into theatrical and ancient history. This copy from a museum library with stamps to first and last endpapers and card pocket inside rear cover. Otherwise, Fine in paper with stiff illustrated jacket. $40.00.

Albert E. Elsen, The Sculpture of Henri Matisse (New York: Harry N. Abrams, 1972). 240-page monograph with 284 illustrations including sketches and completed work.  The classic on the subject. Fine hardcover binding in Fine dust jacket. $42.00.

Paul McCarthy: Hummel (Los Angeles: L & M Arts, 2010). 126-page companion catalogue produced for the exhibition held September 25-November 6, 2010, that also included Three Sculptures, described below. Text includes “Substance Substitute” by McCarthy and “Critique of the Family as Artistic Critique: Paul McCarthy’s Hummel Figurines” by Diedrich Diederichsen. Many color plates of the work in situ and in detail, including the Three Sculptures documented in a separate catalogue, described below. Paul McCarthy: Three Sculptures (Los Angeles: L & M Arts, 2010). 48-page catalogue for an exhibition held September 25-November 6, 2010, with text by the artist (the stream-of-consciousness “Mechanization, Detectors, Distortion”) and “43 self-inflicted blows to my head by George Walker Bush, 43rd President” by Benjamin Weissman. The works include “Apple Tree Boy” and “Apple Tree Girl”, “Ship of Fools, Ship Adrift”, and “Train, Mechanical”. Oversized, with full-page plates of the work, mostly shown in situ so that one gets the scale of them. Issued with the Hummel catalogue described above. Modigliani Scultore (Rovereto: Museo di Arte Moderne e Contemporanea di Trento e Roverto, 2010). 240-page catalogue for an exhibition held December 18, 2010-March 27, 2011, with text in Italian. Profusely illustrated, with most plates in color of the sculpture and numerous paintings and sketches.  Fine in double-folded illustrated stiff wraps.  $40.00.

Medardo Rosso (New York: Peter Freeman, 2008). 64-page catalogue for an exhibition held September 11-November 1, 2008, with text by Sharon Hecker and a 1904 “Notes” by Louis Vauxcelles. Illustrated with 22 color plates and other illustrations in black and white, focused on Rosso’s “flesh”.  A wonderful and sensitive tribute to a nearly-forgotten master. Fine in illustrated boards without dust jacket as issued. $28.00.

Rituals: The Art of Betye Saar (New York: The Studio Museum in Harlem, 1980). 24-page catalogue for an exhibition held April 13-June 29, 1980, illustrated with 9 works, five shown in color. The artist characterizes the work as relief, or wall relief, or collage, but I see sculpture. Included here are one of her “altars” and a site-specific installation, “Secrets and Revelations 1980”. A hard-to-find copy of an exhibition held in her prime. Near-Fine in wraps with light edge and corner wear.  $45.00.
Painted Steel: The Late Work of David Smith (New York: Gagosian, 1998). 60-page catalogue for an exhibition held April 18-May 23, 1998, with text by William Rubin. Illustrated with 21 full-page color plates of the seven works, with other photographs in black and white of the artist at work. The detail plates are fascinating, and absolutely necessary for understanding something of the process and the texture of the work. Chronology, artist’s statements, and parts of an interview. Fine in double-folded illustrated wraps with label on first endpaper. $35.00. 
Al Taylor: Early Work (New York: Zwirner & Wirth, 2008). 144-page catalogue for an exhibition held January 9-March 1, 2008, with an essay by Robert Storr and 131 plates, including sketches and color photographs of the work, which consists mostly of wall sculptures made in part of broomsticks with surprising variety. Fine in illustrated boards without dust jacket as issued. $35.00.

Ichiyo Yamamoto (Valencia: Museo Nacional de Ceramica “Gonzalez Marti”, 2010). 104-page catalogue for an exhibition held April 29-July 31, 2010, with text in Spanish and Japanese, illustrated with 68 color plates of the artist’s modern take on Imari. Gorgeous. Fine in double-folded stiff illustrated wraps. $28.00.

Inner City: Arnie Zimmerman, Sculptor / Tiago Montepegado, Architect (Providence: Museum of Art, Rhode Island School of Design, 2009). 44-page catalogue for an exhibition held September 26, 2009- January 3, 2010, curated by Judith Tannenbaum, who also contributed the essay. “Inner City” is a multi-site, evolving installation that has been mounted in the Netherlands and in Portugal, consisting of urban and industrial forms and human figures. Illustrations in color, although it must have been much more effective in person. Fine paper wraps in illustrated card jacket. $15.00.
GROUP EXHIBITIONS 
Sculpture at Goodwood: British Contemporary Sculpture 2000/2001 (Goodwood, West Sussex, 2000). 144-page pocket-sized guide to the grounds of a lovely country house built in the 70s, and since the 90s used to accommodate a wonderful collection of sculpture. Twenty new pieces are commissioned each year, and the accumulation is a wow. The 2000/01 collection includes Eduardo Paolozzi’s “train”, a model for Rachel Whiteread’s “Inverted Plinth”, Paul Neagu’s boules, Diane Maclean’s “Encampment 2000”, and Alex Hartley’s “Pavilion” among many provocative pieces. All color photographs, with enough of the surrounding context to give heft to the work. Fine in hardcover without dust jacket as issued. $12.00.
Lynn Warren, Alexander Calder and Contemporary Art: Form, Balance, Joy (Chicago: Museum of Contemporary Art, 2010). 176-page catalogue for an exhibition held June 26-October 17, 2010, in Chicago, and thereafter at the Nasher Sculpture Center in Dallas, the Orange County Museum of Art in Newport Beach, California, and the Nasher Museum of Art at Duke University. In addition to Calder, participating artists include Martin Boyce, Nathan Carter, Abraham Cruzvillegas, Aaron Curry, Kristi Lippire, Jason Meadows, and Jason Middlebrook. Interview with the collectors, artist biographies, and good index, plus lots of color plates of the work. The large group of artists ranges from Nicholas Arroyave-Portela to Takeshi Yasuda, and includes several works by Gordon Baldwin, Colin Pearson, and Rupert Spira, among others.
